If Your Results Show that Your Hypothesis is False

If the results of your science experiment did not support your hypothesis, don't change or manipulate your results to
fit your original hypothesis, simply explain why things did not o as expected. Professional scientists commonly find
that results do not support their hypothesis, and they use those unexpected results as the first step in constructing a
new hypothesis. If you think you need additional experimentation, describe what you think should happen next.

Sclentific research is an ongoing process, and by discovering that your hypothesis is not true, you have already made
huge advances In your learning that williead you to ask more questions that lead to new experiments. Science fair
Judges do not care about whether you prove or disprove your hypothesis; they care how much you learned.
